Proposed Action Description: The Pantex Plant (Pantex) has leased the Kilgore Facility from Texas Tech University (TTU) for
sampling and analysis (S&A) operations since 1992. This lease would expire in 2025 and cannot be renewed or extended. A new facility
would be required to house S&A personnel to ensure continued mission success. This facility would also provide space for Industrial
Hygiene (IH) operations personnel and activities.

This NEPA document would review the construction and operation of a new facility to house Pantex Environmental S&A and IH
operations.
